BEGINNING SILVERSMITHING

The Silversmithing | class is designed for
beginners and teaches students how to saw
silver, basic soldering techniques and basic
stone setting using premade bezels. No
experience necessary. (B)

Take the techniques learned in Silver-
smithing | and use them to create a ring.
The student will make their own custom
bezel and shank, then set a cabochon.
Prerequisite: Beginning Silversmithing. (1)

DECORATIVE SAWING

Are you are just starting out and need practice
with a jeweler’s saw, or have you been making
jewelry for a long time but never been
comfortable making pierced designs? This
class will help and may even make it fun! (B)

SQUARE WIRE WRAPPED RING

Your friends won’t believe that you can
make this intricate ring out of nothing but
wire and a small cabochon. Prove them
wrong! Some experience working with wire
required. (1)

METAL CLAY CHARM

Metal clay is a fantastic medium that
allows you to mold a clay-like substance,
then fire it to remove the binder and
leave only metal. Learn the tools and
techniques used with metal clay. (B)

Learn to plait wire into decorative braid
and form into a clasped bangle bracelet
using half-round wire. Some experience
with wire is necessary to take this class (1)

ROLLING MILL & RIVET SET STONE
Texture metal with a rolling mill, then set
a faceted stone between sheets of metal
using rivets and no soldering. Very
unusual setting technique! Prerequisite:
Beginning Silversmithing (1)

Minnetonka MN

Learn to make this hot new ring style.
First make a heavy bezel, then cut a seat
in the bezel and set a faceted stone using
hammer and punches. Prerequisite:
Silversmithing experience (A)

STACKABLE SOLDERED RINGS
Practice your soldering skills while you
learn to make a set of five stacked sterling
silver bands. Also gain experience in
setting cabochons in premade silver
bezels. Prereq: Beginning Silversmithing (1)

BEGINNING WIRE JEWELRY

Join us in this basic wire working class.
You will learn to create wire links with
beads, and how to twist wire to make a
cage pendant including bail. Excellent
class for new jewelers! (B)

HANDMADE FINDINGS

Come in and learn how to make your own
clasps, earwires, headpins and more. A
few lengths of wire, a couple of tools and
you're all set to go! You won't believe
how easy it is! (B)

Make these cute silver bezel earrings in just
one evening! Solder posts on the back of
silver bezel cups, then set gemstone cabs in
the bezels. No sawing needed!
Prerequisite: Silversmithing I (I)

VIKING KNIT BRACELET

This technique of knitting wire is useful for
making flexible necklaces and bracelets.
The Viking knit provides a big look in
silver without a lot of weight to drive up
the price. (B)

TEXTURED PANEL BRACELET

Design a bracelet and create it without using
a torch! This class is great for practicing
basic sheet metal techniques including
sawing, riveting, doming and texturing.
Prerequisite: Silversmithing I (1)

HEAVY LINK SOLDERED CHAIN

Another great class for soldering practice! In
this class we’ll use heavy wire to wind and cut
our own chain links. We'll make our own
toggle clasps, too! Prerequisite: Beginning
Silversmithing. (1)

BEGINNING BEADSTRINGING

If you have ever looked through our wall of
gemstone beads and been amazed at how
low the prices are compared to finished
necklaces, this class will teach you how to
start stringing your own! (B)

First create the two halves of a metal bead by
sawing, stamping and dapping. Then learn
tricks to solder the two halves together making
a hollow metal bead that makes a great focal
piece. Prereq: Beginning Silversmithing. (1)

ART CLAY COPPER

With this clay at such affordable prices,
how could we not be excited! Especially
since it can be torch fired. The copper
clay works much like the silver - but it
has it’s own quirks. (B)

WONKY PRONG RING

Continue to improve your soldering skills
and learn to set funky, irregular shaped
objects with this whimsical silver ring. A
great followup to the Silversmithing class.
Prerequisite: Beginning Silversmithing. (1)

TUBULAR CROCHET

This is the tubular crochet bracelet class
you’ve been requesting. Come to Veberod
one week ahead to purchase materials.
Homework includes stringing beads on heavy
polyester thread before the first day of class. (1)

Practice your fusing techniques while
making these hammered dangle
earrings in fine silver. A great class for
beginners to fusing who want to get
more practice with an instrucor. (B)

WOVEN & RIVETED CUFF

This class sample is a great attention getter!
Using cold techniques, we’ll cut strips of
metal, then weave, frame and rivet them to
create this amazing bracelet. Prerequisite:
Beginning Silversmithing. (1)

BEGINNIMG PRONG SETTING

Love the look of prong set gems but afraid
to try setting? Don’t be! We'll show you
the basics of setting round and oval
faceted gems in earrings and pendants.
Class fee includes ALL materials. (B)
